Throughout this special financial report
edition of the “Informer” you will see who gave this One and a
Quarter Million dollars and where the money was distributed. To
each of you who gave let me extend a special word of
“THANKS” for your contribution and your concern. Only Heaven
will reveal what a difference you have made in South Carolina
and around the world because of your generous giving.
- Almost $200,000 increase in giving in 2005 ($1,077.512.43
given in 2004 compared to $1,251,780.93 in 2005).
- Giving to the SCFWB Children’s Home nearly doubled from
$109,269.80 in 2004 to $211,976.33 in 2005.
- Generous SCFWB gave $45,953.46 to help in Disaster Relief
in 2005 (See article on back page about Total Disaster Giving).

According to Executive Secretary Keith Burden, Mr. Harris’ responsibilities will include, but not be
limited to, serving as convention manager, Leadership Conference director, coordinating stewardship
seminars and disaster relief efforts.  In addition, he will help represent the executive office at denomi-
national meetings and manage a pastoral resources website.

Burden states, “Brother Roy is well known in our ranks and his experience as pastor, denomina-
tional leader and Director of Stewardship Development and Advancement at Free Will Baptist Bible
College uniquely qualifies him for this position.  The executive office is endeavoring to broaden its
ministry to pastors and churches.  The addition of Rev. Harris will help us accomplish that objective.”

This good news from Keith Burden, NAFWB Executive Secretary- “The response of FWB To the needs created by
Hurricane Katrina has been nothing short of phenomenal. Through Dec. 15, 2005 disaster relief contributions through the
executive office have totaled more than $205,000.00. This does not include financial gifts sent directly to affected areas or
victims, the enormous amount of donated goods (food, clothing, etc), or the countless hours of labor by volunteers in clean-
up and repair efforts.”

It is hard to transmit through a news-

letter just how exciting it was to open the
doors to our new Outreach Center in
Alpedrete on December 17, 2005. The
center is named “Centro de Encuentros”,
which means a meeting point or a place to
encounter something.

For the very first time in this pueblo
(with its first recorded history in the 1500s),
there is the beginning of an evangelical church. Over 15,000
people who live in Alpedrete now have a place to come and
worship God and learn about salvation through Jesus Christ.
And on this cold December morning, we were thrilled to see
many of the people with whom we’ve been in contact walk
through the door.

Our brochure to announce the center was placed in ev-
ery home in Alpedrete just the week before. They had an
opportunity to read about our ideas.  They saw how we plan
to use English, crafts, and cooking forums to serve them.
And they saw our purpose and plans- we want them to have
an “encuentro” (encounter) with God.

Unfortunately, we also realized just how costly this min-
istry is.  After finding the locale to rent, we had to do some
renovations, put up a few walls, paint, and buy furniture.  It
ended up costing us more than we’d planned, and the falling
dollar versus the rising Euro didn’t help either. If any of you
would like to give a special gift to help the Alpedrete Out-
reach Center, please send it to the FWB International Mis-
sions Office earmarked "Spain National Revolving Church
Loan Fund".
